Just keep in mind I spared no expense as it
was my keeper until now, my family has outgrown it ad I need a bigger aircraft. As a
VEFR flyer I never had a need for newer avionics. Everything in the panel works great
except for the DME, it quit just a few month ago. Even the auto pilot works. This plane is
an excellent candidate for an upgraded panel snce everything else had already been done.
If you google the N number, there is an accident that comes up in the NTSB record tlat
happened back in ‘94. Pilot lost an alternator at night and had a hard landing in the dark.
There are entries in the logs forthe repairs that were performed at that time. That is all the
damage history I could find anywhere.
